The wind stays tricky for the changes of direction strength are enormous. We change from the rounder, more profiled genoa 3 to the flatter one and back.

No one really dares to express our high expectations but with wind up to 15 knots we know we have a good chance to stay amongst the first.

The crew starts to feel comfortable in the manoeuvres. We finish first in the two races of the day and end up as the winner in our group.
During the award ceremony Skipper Olli gets the chance to once more explain the CGMer concept to other skippers. We also talk over the organisation of the baptism event of next week.
